 “William Parkers was the Captain of Parkers battery which was Nicknamed "The Boy Company" because he was known to have some boys of the ages 14 thru 19 even though the average age of his company was 25. After the Union defeat at Drewry's Bluff Captain Parker was given orders to build trench's and cannon implacements  some 3 miles away from the bluffs so to halt any chance for the Union to take Drewry's Bluffs by land. The union army only took pot shots at the battery but never did they give a full attack on Parkers Battery. After the war Captain Parker bought the land where his company battery was located to preserve the ground that meant so much to him. Captain Parker died in 1921 and just days after his death the surviving members of his company placed a marker on the site so that this place would not be forgotten.”
