  I hope you had a chance to get out and Honor your Heritage at the various events during Confederate Heritage Month. The Special Convention was a success with overwhelming

support from the SCV Members. Our Camp was represented thanks to Steve Ponds and TJ DiRenzo. The two items on the agenda were as follows:        (RE: copied from Brandon Dorsey’s report)

“  Amendment 1 (Removal of all but the immediate past three CiC's from the GEC) passed with 96% voting in favor.  1616 votes were cast for the amendment and 74 were cast against it.

  Amendment 2 (Removal of the Commander-General of the MOSB from the GEC) passed with 93% voting in favor.  1565 votes were cast for the amendment, 125 against, and 11 votes were cast in absence.

Following the closing of the Convention, the General Executive Council held a meeting at 3 pm.  At this meeting the key leaders of the hostile-takeover attempt were removed from their offices.  Lt CiC Anthony Hodges, Army of Trans-Mississippi Commander Mark "Beau" Cantrell, and Army of Tennessee Councilman John French were all removed officially "without cause" although plenty of cause was thrust upon us.  A debate then ensued on the culpability of Army of Tennessee Commander Tarry Beasley resulting in his removal officially "without cause."  The GEC officially voted for Chris Sullivan to assume the position of Lt. CiC.  The remaining vacated offices are to be filled at the Nashville convention through new elections.  Given the fact that most of the remaining conspirators were removed by the passage of the amendments, no further action concerning their offices was warranted. Other points of interest from the GEC meeting for the Virginia Division are as follows: The GEC voted to reconfirm their commitment to the restoration of Oakwood Cemetery in Richmond through a $50,000 contribution to the Virginia Division in order to endow our plan to make Oakwood a fitting tribute to the men who currently lie in all but unmarked graves. The GEC approved a donation of $3000 to the Division for the use in a legal investigating concerning the SCV's claim to the Manassass Battlefield Park which is currently owned and operated by the corrupt and anti-Confederate National Park Service.  The main portion of the battlefield was owned by the SCV and was donated to the NPS.  The deed to the NPS contained covenants that required that Confederate soldiers be presented in an honorable manner.  As the NPS has become defamatory to the memory of our ancestors, perhaps the SCV could do a better job of telling the Confederate soldier's story at the SCV-Manassas Battlefield Park. The GEC also approved a donation of $5000 to assist the DuPont 7 in taking their case to the Supreme Court.  DuPont has begun to make overtures that they may back off of their 0% toleration policy for all things Confederate.  I want to commend those who for years have stood weekly outside the DuPont-Spruance plant to defend our heritage in the work place.  I also commend the employees courage in the face of threaten circumstances.  These recipients of the Division's highest award, the Dixie Defender, deserve our continued support and I am looking forward to their victory.”
   Thanks to Eric Chandler our Webmaster we now have all the Veterans of Chesterfield County on our website. This is a web exclusive and is the culmination of months of diligent work pursuing the County to release this data, way to go Eric. The County has informed us that they left Battery Dantzler off of the report to FEMA and that there are no funds for rebuilding the observation platform. The County also has stated that they do not have the manpower to keep up the grounds. The repair and up keep is up to us or so we are being told.
