     Folks, I encourage you to come to the next meeting.  Our speaker will be Waite Rawls, the Executive Director of the Museum of the Confederacy.  Compatriot Eric Chandler, through a program with Verizon, is donating a $1,000 on behalf of our Camp to the Museum of the Confederacy. This month’s meeting will be on Monday, March the 7th at Gulliver’s Crossflite Restaurant with fellowship at 6:30 and dinner at 7:00. 

     It is my duty as Adjutant to inform you that there has been a coup de tat at the uppermost level of the SCV. Compatriots, the elected officials, from the Commander-in-Chief, Deene Sweeney, on down, including the Chaplain-in-Chief, have been fired, through what can best be described as an illegal Quorum of General Executive Counsel (GEC). 

     The GEC, through a technicality, have convinced a Judge in a Tennessee Court, that the GEC is the representing body of the SCV and they have obtained restraining orders on the current elected officials, subsequently preventing them from attending Conventions or using SCV funds for legal representation. 

     The GEC that has taken over the reigns consists of mostly Doctors and Lawyers, some of which have been disbarred and convicted of misappropriating funds.  They wish to return the SCV to an elitist country club status (eat meet and retreat). They do not like flag-wavers and attention-getters (activist). They have proven themselves as devilishly underhanded and plan to insulate their fragile authority through the immediate expulsion of members that are opposed to their actions.

     There has not been any incident acknowledged by the GEC to explain their actions. I have been playing devils advocate with all sides and they have all replied that there is NO EVENT related to the coup. We, the Chester Station Camp, have not gotten involved in politics beyond our Camp in recent years. We have known of dirty politics and chosen to stay out of them and concentrate our efforts and funds on our community. The actions taken this month are unprecedented and possibly fatal to our organization. Therefore it is the unanimous decision of the Executive Counsel of the Chester Station Camp #1503 Sons of Confederate Veterans to aid in the legal resource needed to recapture our organization. All we have to do to let evil prevail is to do nothing.
