· On Saturday, April 2, 2005, there will be an educational program on Confederate History and Heritage at the Historic 1917 Courthouse from noon to 3 PM. The program will have Living History, Camp & Parlor Music and Exhibits. Admission is FREE. · On Saturday, April 2, 2005, starting at 2 PM, there will be a Confederate Memorial March down famed Monument Avenue, passing the statues of Generals Robert E. Lee, Thomas “Stonewall” Jackson, J. E. B Stuart, and President Jefferson Davis. This year you can honor four brave Confederate Soldiers. Their remains will be carried by horse drawn caissons to Hollywood Cemetery to be buried alongside so many of their brave Confederate compatriots. A military gun and artillery salute will conclude the service. 

· On Saturday, April 9, starting at 2 PM, there will be a dedication ceremony at Parkers' Battery where a plaque with the official roster of soldiers who guarded the Battery will be dedicated. There will be descendants of some of the Parkers' Battery veterans, and the original bugle will be played. To get to Parker's Battery, take Route 10 East from the Chester area.  After you pass under I-95, turn right onto Old Stage Road, go 1 block, and turn left onto Ware Bottom Spring Road.  Parker's Battery will be about 100 yards to the right. This is the culmination of long hours of work by Dick Page of the A.P. On March 9th the Chancery Court in Tennessee ruled to reinstate CiC Denne Sweeney and the other elected Officers. The effectively rolled all events back to the election date of August 2004.
