Following are a few important words from our commander.
Commander's Comments:

Compatriots,

I would like to thank the following members for their support in building the Battery Dantzler observation deck and handicap ramp:

Jeb Wyatt, Eddie Alexander, Hoss Ritenour, Steve Pond, T. J. DiRienzo, and Claude Perkins.

Most of all I would like to thank the two members who have been on the project from the first day of construction to the last, Ronnie Allen and Cuda Jones, who without their help I would not have been able to complete this project. They took time off from work and their families for this huge project. We were able to bring the project in under budget and without a contractor. We were also blessed by Boy Scout Curtis Welch, his mother, father and Boy Scout Troop #817 who came out for two days and cut the brush and overgrowth off of the entrenchments for his Life Scout project. What looked like an overgrown jungle now looks like a first class park. Curtis is looking at completing his Eagle Scout at Battery Dantzler with a trail through the woods to the other gun emplacements and powder magazines. This is dependent on the location of the property line and possible permission granted from Walter Goyne if the entrenchments encroach on his property. In case you were wondering, Chesterfield County owns the land for Battery Dantzler and one bonus is that the park is guaranteed lifetime river view rites by Air Products who deeded the land to the county. We will be scheduling a tree-cutting workday during the winter. The county suggests cutting the trees and leaving them in place so that erosion will not occur. Under no circumstance should we expose the soil since the area is rated as a severe erosion hazard area. We are planning to have a dedication ceremony at Battery Dantzler near the end of March. This should give everyone time to plan to attend, the weather should be slightly warmer, and no leaves on the trees for the river view and time to plan the ceremony. If you have any suggestions for this event please let me know. Dickie King, Knibb's Battery, several SCV camps and a UDC chapter that all have contributed to the beautiful park that we have created are planning to attend. Hopefully by then the Civil War Trails sign will be in place for this park if not for all the parks in Chesterfield County.
