I hope everyone was able to see the weekly Confederate History ads in the Chester Village News during April. The Village News treated us with great respect placing the ads on the second page for three of the issues. We have been fortunate to have a wonderful working relationship with Mark Fausz and his staff and they have received everything we have submitted over the past few years with open arms.

The Chester Wal-Mart has made a $1000.00 financial donation to the Bermuda Hundred Driving Tour Campaign so please show your appreciation to the management staff when you are visiting the store. This donation is double what they usually give to community projects. This donation will help tremendously with the printing costs of the book.

There will be a Dept. of Historic Resources highway marker placed on Chester Road honoring the Second Days Battle of Drewry’s Bluff. This sign was part of a mitigation project for a local homebuilder who funded the $1500 sign for a trade off that involved a piece of property the builder owned. Projects like this will become more prevalent in the future as development encroaches on the environmentally sensitive areas of the county.
