The 2008 April Confederate History Month ads we will have in the Chester Village News are working out to be very interesting. There will be one on a little known battle in 1862 about a few companies of Confederate Infantry stopping nine Union ships from advancing on Petersburg. There is so much that happened in this area that could be written about but there isn’t enough weeks in April to cover it all.  

Scott Williams and I had a meeting last week with Mr. Schulte, the Director of Petersburg Area Regional Tourism, to discuss a grant application for assistance with marketing the new Bermuda Hundred Campaign book Scott and Bob Forman are writing. Mr. Schulte showed us the new tourism magazine they are working on to give out at the visitor centers. There is a large section on the Civil War and several sites in the Bermuda District have pictures with a paragraph of text. They all look real nice except Fort Wead which shows a worn out entrance sign and scrub brush in the background. Our camp should conduct a clean up day at Fort Wead because the current conditions are embarrassing for us as citizens of the community. I know some will say this is a Yankee fort but unfortunately the county or NPS isn’t going to take care of this park. The condition of the site reflects badly upon us all. I don’t expect our camp to care for all the sites in the area but we can at least show people once how it should be taken care. I have sent a request for a new picture to be taken of Fort Wead if it isn’t too late. Hopefully they have the resources to grant the request.

On Friday March 7, 7 pm, Ed Bearss will speak on the Battle of Chester Station at the 1917 Chesterfield Courthouse. I expect there will be standing room only for this talk.
