A lot of planning and hard work goes into this event and it will mean a lot to everyone who takes time out of their busy schedule to volunteer. I would also like to remind the membership that everyone that comes through the gate must have a ticket. This is a fund-raiser and it hurts the camp if you don't support the event by donating $15.00 for a ticket. The cannon will not be present this year and Knibb's Battery wasn't available as a replacement because they are one of the hosts for the Jefferson Davis Ceremony.
Hoss will be representing the camp at the Jefferson Davis Memorial Ceremony this Saturday at Hollywood Cemetery by dressing out and placing the camp wreath as he has done for quite a few years.
